Scope 1: Emissions we make 
from running boilers and 
vehicles

Net zero – what does this mean?
Carbon emissions are greenhouse gases.

To minimise global warming, they need to be eliminated.

Net zero means reducing these emissions to as close to 
zero as possible with any remaining emissions re-absorbed 

from the atmosphere by oceans and forests for instance.

Scope 2: Emissions we 
make indirectly from buying 
electricity to power our 
buildings

Scope 3: Emissions we’re 
indirectly responsible for from 
the products we purchase from 
our suppliers and the way they 
are used by our customers.
